Edingale benefits from one of the most active village communities in Staffordshire, and this was obvious to the judges visiting in May and June. This is helped by the tremendous BKVC publicity in the village, and the children’s posters that were displayed, which leave locals and visitors in no doubt that the BKVC competition is regarded as important. Litter was completely absent from the village. The noticeboard was in first class condition, and all seats and benches were in good repair. The Community Orchard was an innovative asset, and the May judged benefited from a tour by Mr Meikle, who outlined its history and how it is managed today. The village hall is very well-used, and the car park was litter free. The children’s play areas were first class.

There are some aspects that would benefit from attention:-

1 The noticeboard would benefit from a list of parish councilors.

2 The map was clear and easy to follow. The June judges “discovered” two beautifully maintained small public open spaces in Blakeways Close, which were omitted from the map.

3 As the church was locked it was not possible to judge the war memorial this year.
